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I ntroduction

Over the last 18 months the CDRP has worked in partnership with
other agencies to build neighbourhood partnerships and

nei ghbourhood teams that work from neighbourhood bases. We
believe that this has contributed to building community confidence
and as a consequence have reduced crime and disorder and created a
more accurate perception of crimein loca areas. Through the
StreetSafe task group we aim to promote partnership working in local
communitiesin order to build community confidence, reduce crime
and enhance the perceptions of the local area.

The StreetSafe funding chest gives non-professional, community
groups a helping hand to help their own communities, through
community led activities and initiatives, to become active in tackling
neighbourhood renewal. By developing a project and applying for
StreetSafe funding you will be taking an active part in making our
communities a safer and more pleasant place to live, work and visit.

Who can apply for the funding?
Anyone can apply for the funding aslong as it is through an
established group with either:

a) A constitution, or
b) A set of Rules

The group must also be operating within the neighbourhood working
model guidelines put forward by Furness Partnership. A community
partnership is preferred, however, if such a group does not exist,
applications can be submitted through a neighbourhood devel opment
worker.

How much can | apply for?
The norma maximum amount that a group can apply for is £500,
however £1000 can be applied for in certain circumstances, these

applications will be subject to individual review by the StreetSafe
advisory panel and approval by the whole StreetSafe group.

How do | apply?

Before applying for funding, the group who request the funding must
contact the StreetSafe advisory panel for an informal discussion
about their idea and the amount of funding being applied for. This
panel will advise the applicant on their application and help with an
action plan for the project if one has not been developed already.

This same panel will then schedule atime for application submittal
and a decision on approval.

Before an application is approved, the group must undertake the free
of charge Crime Reduction Basics Training. This certificated
training will help to develop new skills and hone any existing skills
in the area of problem solving and crime reduction.
